I-2, GENERAL INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT

11-87-1: PURPOSE:

The purpose of the |-2, general industrial district is to provide for the establishment of heavy
industrial and manufacturing development land use which, because of the nature of the
product or character of activity, requires isolation from residential and retail-service commercial
uses. (Ord. 674, sec. 1, 7-17-2000)

-11-87-3: PERMITTED USES:

In addition to other uses specifically identified elsewhere in this title, the following are permitted
uses in an I-2 district:

A. All permitted uses as allowed within the -1 zoning district.

B. Major automobile repair. (Ord. 674, sec. 1, 7-17-2000; amd. Ord. 730, sec. 40, 3-17-2003)

11-87-5: PERMITTED ACCESSORY USES:

In addition to other uses specifically identified elsewhere in this title, the following are permitted
accessory uses in an |-2 district:

11-87-7: CONDITIONAL USES:

In addition to other uses specifically identified elsewhere in this title, the following are
conditional uses in an -2 district and require a condmonal use permlt based upon procedures
and criteria which may be cited below for respectlve conditional uses, each request for a
conditional use permit shall be evaluated based upon the standards and criteria set forth in
subsection 11-4-3E and section 11-4-7 of this title.
