Said fence shall
be located in a side or rear yard and shall provide a complete visual screen from
surrounding properties in compliance with section 11-21-9 of this title. Said fence shall be
set back at least one hundred feet (100') from any side or rear property line.

6. Outdoor exercise areas must be cleaned at least once a day to prevent the accumulation
of animal wastes and the spread of disease.

7. A ventilation system shall be designed so that no odors or organisms will spread
between wards or to the outside air and will be capable of completely exchanging internal
air at a rate of at least twice per hour. Air temperature must be maintained between sixty
and seventy five degrees Fahrenheit (60-75°F).

8. A room separate from the kennel area shall be provided of sufficient size to adequately
separate animals that are sick or injured from healthy animals.

9. Indoor animal kennel floors and walls shall be made of nonporous materials or sealed
concrete to make it nonporous.

10. Animal wastes shall be flushed down an existing sanitary sewer system or enclosed in
a container of sufficient construction to eliminate odors and organisms and shall be
properly disposed of at least once a day,

11. The appropriate license is obtained from the city clerk and the conditions of section 5-1-
12 of this code are met.

12. All state health department and Minnesota pollution control agency requirements for
such facilities are met.

C.Daycare facilities as a principal use or accessory use provided that the use conforms to the
provisions of chapter 31 of this title.

D.Essential services involving transmission pipelines and transmission or substation lines in
excess of 33kV and up to 100kV, as regulated by chapter 26 of this title.
