Minnesota commercial real estate taxes are based upon market value of taxable property as set by the local asscssor, To calculale the tax for the
currcnt year, first compute the tax capacity by nwltiplying all property value up to $150,000 times .015, plus any value over $150,000 times .02.
Example: net tax capacity on a $200,000 business property: ($150,000 X .015) + ($50,000 X .02) = $2,250 + $1,000 = $3,250, Tax capacity
times the tax rate equals taxes owed. Commercial and industrial property must also pay a state property tax, which is equal to the tax capacity
times the State Tax Rate,

In some localities where voters have approved referendums, an additional referendum tax must be added, calculated by multiplying the
referendum fax rate times the total market value of the commercial property.

Please note: Specific property tax classifications and computations can be more complex and result in different tax amounts, This simplified
cxplanation applies in the most general situations and will allow a business to roughly estimate its patential property tax burden. The county

8-62-1: PURPOSE. The purpose of the B-2, Downtown Business District is to
provide for a mix of business and multi-family housing in the downtown area of the City
as directed by the City’'s Downtown Master Plan. The Downtown Business District
provides the broadest variety, highest density and greatest intensity of development
within the City.

the following are conditional uses in a B-2 District and require a conditional use permit
based upon procedures set forth in and regulated by Section 8-3-2 of this Ordinance:

Accessory outdoor seating with liquor. Food service businesses, including but
not limited to, bakeries, delicatessens, coffee and/or tea shops, and restaurants,
may provide outdoor temporary seating for their patrons with a conditional use
permit, provided that the following requirements are met:

1. The seating shall be located on private property.

2. The seating shali be of good patio or café type furniture that enhances the
appearance of the business.

3. The outdoor seating area shall be defined with the use of landscaping,
temporary fencing or other means that contains the tables and chairs for
the use as demonstrated on a site plan and approved by the City.

No alcoholic beverages shail be served in an outdoor seating area except
as authorized by the City Code.

No food or beverages shall be served to persons outside of the
designated outdoor seating area. Signage shall be posted that restricts
consumption of alcohol outside of the designated outdoor seating area as
approved by City staff.

Patrons shall access the outdoor seating area through the main entrance
or host station and shail be seated by a staff person and all ful! service
restaurants with wait staff services.

The seating shail be located so as not to compromise safety. Seating
shall not obstruct the entrance or any required exits or be located on
landscaping or parking areas. If located on private sidewalks or walkways,
it shall be located so as to leave a minimum of a four (4) foot wide
passageway for pedestrians.

Parking shall comply with Chapter 38 of this Ordinance.

All exterior sound equipment shall be shut-off at 10:00 p.m. and shall
comply with City noise regulations, including regulations by the City Code.

Outdoor entertainment areas may be subject to special conditions that
ensure the quietude, safety, and welfare of the surrounding
neighborhood community.

Except as otherwise limited by this Section or the City noise regulations,
the maximum noise level at the perimeter of the site shall be within the
limits set by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and the Federal
Environmental Protection Agency.
